Grounding: Style 1 vs. Style 2

Cooper Crouse-Hinds Arktite devices utilize two methods, or styles, for completing the grounding circuit in plugs and receptacles.

A Style 1 plug is one in which the grounding
conductor in the flexible cable is bonded to
the plug sleeve by a pressure connector.
